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Another one of our projects was marketing our own high end, premium
forage mix with the Everleaf 126 oat and our Journey forage pea. From
the fields that | have seen, | am awfully excited about what this mix can
do. The oat has consistently had a very broad leaf and | think the tonnage
will really add up. The Journey pea seems to have some improved
standability over the Arvika and hopefully that will hold true this year as

well.

We are doing some trials throughout North Dakota on an experimental
granular pea inoculant from Becker Underwood. We have the product in
four locations in the state, and | am also looking at in our Wilton plot
alongside other inoculant treatments. | haven’'t seen anything visual yet
but the proof will be in the hopper. One other plot we have is a forage
seeding rate trial at Carrington Research Center. Hopefully, after
analyzing that data, we will have a pretty good feel on what the best

recommendation for seeding this forage mix is.

I will wrap this up with saying this last year has been very exciting and
with hard work and effort we will have continued success in the following

years.

It has been an exciting seven months since | began my employment with Pulse
USA Inc. | have met and worked with many of the key individuals in the Pulse
industry and look forward to meeting each of you in the future. As we witness the
increase in pea and lentil acres in the upper Midwest, we look forward to continu-
ing to educate on the benefits of peas in crop rotation.

The planted acres in North Dakota will be approximately 550,000 — 600,000 for
peas alone. This figure is up from 315,000 acres in 2004. Lentil acres are
projected to be 120,000 which has increased from 100,000 last year. The chick-
pea acres are also expected to see an increase. Canadian pea acres have
declined from 3,430,000 acres last year to 3,373,000 acres. France pea hectare
acres will be down from 366,000 to 354,000 hectare acres. Australia is seeking
an increase in production for pulse crops unless dry conditions remain for some
of the major production areas.

The markets indicate, given a good production year, a value between $2.50 and
$2.70 per bushel for yellow peas and a range of $3.00 to $3.50 per bushel for
green peas. The lentil rate is expected to be between $0.09 and $0.11 per pound.
The chickpea price is expected to remain strong for good quality chickpeas.

The loan rate for feed peas is $6.02 per hundred weight. The lentil loan rate is
$11.72 per hundred weight for number 3 grade. The small chickpea loan rate is
$7.43 per hundred weight for number 3 grade.

In marketing your peas and lentils, you may want to consider a percentage of
your production at harvest and continue to sell throughout the marketing year.
